The following information is provided to help organizations prepare for the artist’s visit. If 

there is a problem, please let us know immediately. 
 

 Artist Arrival: 30 minutes prior to program 

 Organization representative should meet the artists and show them to the 
presentation area.  

 Two people needed to assist artists with unloading equipment. 

 The artists would like an organization representative to introduce them. 

 There is a Question and Answer session following the presentation. It lasts 
approximately 5-10 minutes and is not included in the run time. 

 Equipment needed by artists: 2 armless chairs; table for instruments; if 
more than 100 students, 2 freestanding microphones with stands 

 Classroom or large gathering space is suitable for this presentation. 
Minimum amount of space needed for presentation: 10’ x 10’ 

 The artists will need to display their 65”h x 45”w quilt directly behind them. 
They can use a wall or 2 cafeteria tables tipped on their sides or a large 
chalk or white board or rolling easel to which they can DUCT TAPE the 
quilt top to display. 

 Please provide drinking water for the artist. 

 
The artist will be contacting the person who booked the program a week prior to the 

event in order to confirm and answer any questions.
