The figure, in my work, takes a preeminent position in its relative nature to formal concerns. The nature of the paint does not exist autonomously as a result of the impossibility of its divorce from the subject matter. As a result, there is inherent potential for the formal attributes of the paintings to supersede the conceptual. This struggle, or balance, is what motivates the work. It simultaneously acts as an invitation for the viewer to contemplate at what capacity the playfulness of the paint and devotion to observed color impacts the subject.
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
