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Many of my sculptural constructions simulate or morph vernacular American shelters such as trailers, camper shells, and backyard storage sheds, and are built from materials associated with home renovation projects: drywall, steel studs, foam insulation. More recently, the architecture has been pared down to modified walls or shingled rooflines with the inclusion of various figurative elements.

Remodeling, in my own terms, refers to the shaping of oneself to suit evolving demands. It grows out of experience as a carpenter building additions and transforming spaces. Gradually, I have adapted these trade skills to broader interests in the restructuring of dominant ideologies—a process that is deeply personal, often poetically faulty, and always contingent upon cultural origins. Many of the constructions made in the past ten years can be physically entered and are intended to operate as sites of heightened proxemic awareness. Through considerations of unity, brokenness, construction, and collapse, my intentions are to link corporeal experience with psychic occurrence through frank material and spatial associations, and to raise questions about the nature of interaction between private realms of experience and collective forces.
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
